Walk 2-4 miles on average per day during scheduled activities, often on uneven terrain in natural settings; high 		
elevations on excursions to Mt. Pilatus (7,000 ft), Gornergrat (10,285 ft), Nordkette (7,401 ft), and Eagle’s Nest (6,017 
ft); elevations at hotel locations are not severe (from 1,400 ft to 5,200 ft); several long days of  travel using multiple 
modes of  transportation
